FALL FROLICK is a brand new all-English dance weekend sponsored by the Bay Area Country Dance Society to provide 
an opportunity for dancers, callers, and musicians to explore the extraordinary range of English country and display 
dance with wonderful teachers and splendid musicians, in a glorious setting.

FALL FROLICK is for all English country and display dancers and musicians, experienced and novice alike.  BACDS 
members will receive some priority if they register before August 15.  Please register early: space is limited.  We have 
spots for at most 120 campers.  We are reserving 80 spots for BACDS members, with the remaining 40 spots reserved for 
non-BACDS applicants. We do not discriminate on the basis of gender.

MEMBERSHIP: BACDS membership is $25 for individuals ($40, family memberships; $20, full-time students) and is good 
for one calendar year.  Membership forms are available on-line at www.bacds.org/organization/membership. Join now 
to receive some priority for registration.  Mail a SEPARATE CHECK, made out to BACDS, along with your registration.

FEES:  These include the entire program, from Friday evening to Sunday afternoon, and five meals, starting with Saturday 
breakfast.  Total cost of the weekend is a maximum of $245, depending on your choice of accommodation.  (See below.)  
We would prefer full payment at the time of registration, but if that is inconvenient, a deposit of $100 ($75 for work trade 
campers) will hold your place.  We will refund your entire deposit if you are not accepted into the weekend.  The dead-
line for paying any balance due is September 15th.

CANCELLATION POLICY: Depending on the date of cancellation, the following amounts are non-refundable: through 
August 15, $25; August 16 – September 15, $50; September 16 – October 10, the entire deposit; after October 11, the entire 
registration fee.

LOCATION: Monte Toyon Conference Center is set in a secluded location among coastal redwoods just inland from the 
shores of Monterey Bay south of Santa Cruz.  Accommodations at the conference center are small or large dormitory rooms 
with bunk beds, each room housing four or more campers.  Off-site housing is also available in Aptos and nearby towns.
