Second corners turn L hand x1 -while- First corners orbit halfway around the set clockwise (go across the set into what used to be partner’s place, then up or down into corner’s place)
B1
With Neighbor , fall back a double at the sides, come forwards; Cross R shoulder with partner and face back into the circle of the set; 
Lady 1 lead directly across the set as the others dance single file around the circle to form a line of 4 facing up (Couple 2 in the center of the line).
B2
In a line, lead up a double, fall back and bend the ends of the line back into the set (Couple 1 is above but all are improper at this point). 
Couple 1 cross and cast down the outside -while- Couple 2 lead up the center and turn halfway to original side.

Lead opposite back towards the center of the set; lead original partner away (back to original place); set to partner and turn single R.

Playford-style arming may be substituted if the allemande proves troublesome.

Center couple form 3-handed star R with end couple to their R x 1, then all gyre/gypsy partner R shoulder;

All turn partner L, 3/4 of the way around to form a single line (original second corners are in the center of this 4-some). 
First corners orbit the set halfway (counterclockwise, the direction they are facing) —while— Second corners turn R hand x 1 1/2;

Couples 1 and 3 star R x1 -while- Couple 2 turn two hands x 1, then all turn single L and finish with the end couples facing each other up/down the set (center couple face partner).

End couples come in a double to meet; 
As they fall back, center couple comes forwards to meet partner;
